Article 1. SUBJECT
1. The Supplier shall supply the goods as specified in the Technical Specification (Annex A), Equipment Description.

2. The Supplies shall fully conform with the detailed description set out in the Technical Specification (Annex A), Equipment Description.

3. This contract includes the provision of:

3.1. manufacturer's recommended spare parts as set out in Technical Specification (Annex A);

3.2. Accessories and Consumables necessary for normal operating the machine/instrument as set out in Technical Specification (Annex A);

3.3. training and instruction in the use of the supplies as described in the Technical Specification.

Article 2. ORIGIN

1. The supplies shall originate in the European Community. (see list at end of Annex C - General Conditions). At the latest together with the first request for payment the supplier shall provide a certificate of origin of supplies. Failure to respect this may lead to termination of the contract.

2. The origin of a product shall be determined according to the rules laid down in the Community Customs Code.

Article 3. DELIVERY, INSTALLATION & ACCEPTANCE
1. The supplies shall be delivered to [address] ______________ on a Free Site basis within __ weeks after signing of this contract by the Buyer (all risks insurance from warehouse to warehouse in amount equal to 110% of the CIF (Cost, Insurance and Freight) value in ECU. 2. The supplier shall be responsible for unpacking of the goods and their installation at _________________________, ready for acceptance within 3 working days upon the delivery.

3. Delivery shall be subject to provisional and final acceptance by [name, position] ______________, [address] ____________________, or his duly authorized representative.

4. Provisional acceptance shall take place within one week after the tendered supplies are delivered and installed and fully operational, and are compliant with the tender specifications. 

5. Final acceptance shall take place upon expiration of the warranty period, and shall be pronounced upon expiration of the warranty period, and shall be pronounced upon the condition that the goods supplied are found in full working order and comply with the tender specifications. (A Manufacturer's Inspection Certificate or Work-test certificate is required for all items).

Article 4. PRICE & PAYMENT

1. The Supplier shall provide a warranty for quality and performance of the goods supplied as defined in the General Conditions for Supply Contracts (Annex C) for a period as set out in the Offer, but not less than 12 months as from the date of provisional acceptance.

2. The Supplier shall provide or secure the provision of reliable and regular after-sales and maintenance service thereafter at the place or destination guaranteeing the upkeep and repair of the goods supplied and the rapid replenishment of spare parts.

Article 6. LAW

Latvian law shall govern the performance of the contract.

Article 7. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
All disputes arising out of the performance of this contract, which cannot be amicably settled shall be referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Latvian courts.

Article 8. COMMENCING WITH EFFECT
This contract becomes effective upon signing it by both parties.
